	Storage Tanks – Storage tanks as well as their vents should be checked on a regular basis to insure they are free of holes/openings.  Check and repair as necessary. Plug small holes on top of storage tank as observed at inspection. Prune or remove tree next to storage tank.

Trees remain growing over top of tank.  Growth over tank not only promotes entry of insects and vermin into the tank, but also makes storage tank more accessible to vandals.
